“Cash for College” Scholarship Opportunities
Attendance ar a “Cash for College” workshop in January or February will give students an opportunity to qualify for a 31,000
scholarship. Courtesy of California Student Aid Commission (CSAC) and Educational Credit Management Corporation (ECMC),
one scholarship will be offered at each workshop. Scholarships must be used at 2-year public or 4-year public or private degree-
granting institutions in Fall 2013 within or outside of California. Students must meet the following requirements:

1. Attend a “Cash for College” workshop that has more than 25 families in attendance.
2. Complete an exit evaluation.
3. Submit the FAFSA and verified GPA by March 2" deadline.
